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Ingrid Haubrich, born in Buenos Aires, Argentina, in 1982,  

 

Is an Argentine artist now based in Spain. She remains deeply  

connected to her homeland, where she grew up and where all  

her loved ones still reside.  

 

Her inherently abstract, textured work, full of color and movement,  

is strongly inspired by Mother Nature. Her art conveys the same  

sense of calm she experiences while creating it and has reached 

international audiences and collectors across the Americas, Europe, 

and Asia. 

 

Haubrich has a profound connection not only with her work but also  

with its emotional and social impact on the public. This reality inspires  

her to support charitable projectswith which she feels aligned, using  

her art as a means to contribute. 

 

Her series Mareas, one of her most notable, features vibrant blue  

tones and movements that draw viewers into the depths of the sea.  

The series aims to raise awareness about water conservation and  

environmental care, leading to collaborations with cultural and  

governmental sectors worldwide. 

 

Ingrid Haubrich’s work has been showcased in numerous galleries  

and at international art fairs such as Art on Paper in New York and  

Art Basel Miami. Currently, she is working on several exhibitions that 

will take place in Buenos Aires, Uruguay, and the Dominican Republic, 

as well as large-scale installations set for public spaces in Spain.

This collection, featuring shades of sky blue, vibrant blues, a wide range of greens, and various hues of white, evokes the purity and beauty of water 

in its many forms. 

 

It represents the ocean’s majesty with bold strokes and movements, while also conveying the serenity of glaciers. It’s as if you’re standing on the 

walkway in front of the Perito Moreno Glacier, observing how new forms emerge and change over time, depending on your perspective. The series 

also highlights the fragility of these ecosystems and the environmental issues related to pollution, climate change, and marine overexploitation. 

 

The artwork invites viewers to reflect on the urgent need to protect these vital natural resources for the future of our planet. 

 

From my birthplace in Buenos Aires to my childhood in Patagonia, and in my continuous travels around the world, my life journey has always been 

accompanied by water. It begins at the Río de la Plata, flows into the vastness of the Atlantic Ocean, and reaches the warmth and tranquility of the 

Mediterranean Sea. 

 

I have always lived surrounded by water. 

 

Water is life; it is the beginning, the origin of everything that surrounds us on Earth. It is the element of nature from which everything springs. From 

the microscopic to the infinite, it is the link that connects continents, countries, and people. 

 

The sum of all this is what drives me every day to dedicate myself to creating this gratifying series, Mareas.

NIGHTFALLS SERIES 

 

 

This series represents those irascible curves of recent times, a time when life can be simply stable, time passes as if it were a slow movie, in black 

and white, the shocks and great joys seem not to come, the limitations are represented in the work of a single color, this time "black" representing 

sobriety, austerity and, at times, sadness; those circles that close and flow only inward with enormous depth, introduce us to those moments of 

loneliness and longing for all that we cannot reach today.  

 

The strokes of strength are intended to be brushstrokes of positivity and movement, which are again limited by the size and purpose of the canvas.  

 

This series already denotes a tiredness of restrictions, represented in its color palette, its elegance and simplicity allows us to see a harmonious 

whole that generates calm in the viewer, time to simply look at the work and to be able to enter into his deepest being and seek that inner peace, 

which in these times we must find.

SERIE JARDINES CONECTADOS 

 

 

Para esta muestra, la artista ha creado una serie de obras de gran formato donde el color es el protagonista. Se trata de una apuesta decidida, que 

continúa con su técnica de pintura abstracta en la que manipula el material generando texturas, pero esta vez llevándolas un paso más allá de sus 

conocidas piezas en poderoso azul, con una explosión de diferentes colores que dominan cada una de las obras. 

 

“La Colección “Jardines Conectados” nace del diálogo entre dos países, dos ciudades que son para mí profundamente significativas: Buenos Aires, 

mi tierra natal, y Singapur, uno de los lugares que más me ha impactado en mis dos últimos viajes  expositivos recientes, invitada  por nuestra 

Embajada Argentina en Singapur.” 

 

Aunque distantes en geografía y cultura, ambas ciudades comparten un mismo desafío: la preservación de la naturaleza en entornos urbanos. 

Tanto Buenos Aires como Singapur buscan integrar y conservar espacios verdes dentro de sus paisajes, creando refugios para la biodiversidad en 

el corazón de la ciudad. Este esfuerzo por equilibrar lo natural y lo urbano conecta de manera inesperada dos mundos que, aunque a primera vista 

parecen opuestos, comparten una visión común. 

 

“La serie “Jardines conectados” es una deconstrucción orgánica que explora esta relación, llevándome a las formas más puras y simplificadas de 

la naturaleza, pero siempre conectadas con mi identidad argentina. En cada obra, las tonalidades verdes, ocres y rosáceas de los fondos evocan 

tanto los parques porteños como los vibrantes paisajes del noreste argentino, desde la selva misionera hasta los humedales del Litoral o las rosas 

coloridas de Rosedal. Las ramificaciones y líneas que atraviesan los lienzos también hablan de mi herencia cultural arquitectónica y deconstruida. 

Los trazos que recuerdan simbologías orientales se funden con las memorias de mi infancia en Buenos Aires, con sus calles iluminadas y su vida 

nocturna, creando un puente entre lo oriental y lo occidental. Es un juego constante entre la nostalgia de mi país y las nuevas influencias que he 

absorbido a lo largo de mis viajes artísticos.” 

 

En esta serie, la luz es un elemento central: ya sea la iluminación vibrante de Gardens by the Bay en Singapur o los espectáculos lumínicos que 

alumbran las noches porteñas en la calle junto a sus shows teatrales, los colores como los rosas vibrantes, los morados y tonos verdosos, simulan 

los contrastes entre lo urbano y lo natural. Este juego de luces y sombras en dos planos, refleja la complejidad del propio recorrido personal como 

artista argentina en el mundo.

PEACE AT ITS HIGHEST TENSION 

 

Ingrid Haubrich's works make a great visual impact. 

The way she fills the space, brings together and swirls color, 

lets us see all that she has to say from the dramatic tension  

she creates in the image. The stormy chiaroscuro and the  

open forms that appear like tongues, seem to drag the viewer 

into a turbulent interior. How can our artist possess such a g 

raceful, proportionate and harmonious figure and at the same 

time contain such impulsive rushes? Ingrid does not deceive,  

if she deceivesherself. All this disappears as she paints. 

 

This new series, entitled "Tides" ("Mareas"), alludes to the  

Alternating and periodical movement of ascent and descent 

that, like the sea, also occurs in the consciousness of people.  

In his painting, there is agitation both what tries to come out,  

as well as what remainsin the background. 

 

"I would like the viewer of my works to find the same tranquility 

and harmony that I find the same tranquility and harmony that 

painting them gives me". For  Ingrid, impetuosity is in life, no 

in art. Thus, she seeks that  each painting to be the imprint of a 

n energy to live.“ 

 

Painting gives me peace," she says. For this reason it is a  

finding that the work is exhibited in a center of spirituality.  

The blues associated with the celestial testify to this.
