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Connected Gardens: A Dialogue Between Art and Nature in Ingrid Haubrich’s Work 

 

Connected Gardens, based on the Gardens by the Bay series is, inspired by Ingrid Haubrich’s deep connection with Singapore, a city that has repeatedly been a 

meeting point for her art. Through her travels and exhibitions in this vibrant hub, Haubrich has drawn endless inspiration from its urban landscapes and its remarkable 

balance between modernity and nature. Her paintings capture the essence of Gardens by the Bay, a visionary garden where futuristic architecture coexists with tropical 

lushness, creating an ecosystem in constant evolution. With a vibrant palette and a technique that emphasizes light and texture, the artist reinterprets this iconic space 

as a reflection of the dynamism and transformation that define Singapore. 

 

This exhibition, presented at the singaporean Gallery 1819 in collaboration with the Argentine Embassy in Singapore, expands Haubrich’s vision by incorporating two of 

her most renowned series. Tides, a body of work that explores the ceaseless movement of water and its ability to shape landscapes, joins the showcase as a fluid 

counterpoint to the theme of renewal that defines the city. Through layering and transparency, these works evoke the ebb and flow of the waves, the impermanence of 

nature, and the memories etched into every corner of the world by water.

Inspired by my recent visits to Singapore. 

 

An organic deconstruction leads to the purest and most simplified forms of nature. This contemporary expression of lush vegetation, though unlike 

the dense forests of Patagonia, manages to captivate you for a moment, as if you were in the very heart of the Misiones jungle. 

 

The colorful backgrounds in greenish, pinkish, or bluish tones, with branching elements at the top reminiscent of Eastern symbols, pay homage to 

the Southeast Asian culture and the environmental commitment of this marvelous city-state—a model of biodiversity where only spontaneity is 

allowed in the greenery of its parks and the confines of the canvases. 

 

The various hues represented in the vibrant backgrounds of the works, as if reflecting an illuminated night at Gardens by the Bay with its nocturnal 

light show, play with colors such as vibrant pinks, grayish purples, and other tones to simulate a light spectacle against the white canvas 

background. 

 

This series will leave no one indifferent, especially to those who have had the opportunity to visit the artificial tree structures housing over 100

This collection, featuring shades of sky blue, vibrant blues, a wide range of greens, and various hues of white, evokes the purity and beauty of water 

in its many forms. 

 

It represents the ocean’s majesty with bold strokes and movements, while also conveying the serenity of glaciers. It’s as if you’re standing on the 

walkway in front of the Perito Moreno Glacier, observing how new forms emerge and change over time, depending on your perspective. The series 

also highlights the fragility of these ecosystems and the environmental issues related to pollution, climate change, and marine overexploitation. 

 

The artwork invites viewers to reflect on the urgent need to protect these vital natural resources for the future of our planet. 

 

From my birthplace in Buenos Aires to my childhood in Patagonia, and in my continuous travels around the world, my life journey has always been 

accompanied by water. It begins at the Río de la Plata, flows into the vastness of the Atlantic Ocean, and reaches the warmth and tranquility of the 

Mediterranean Sea. 

 

I have always lived surrounded by water. 

 

Water is life; it is the beginning, the origin of everything that surrounds us on Earth. It is the element of nature from which everything springs. From 

the microscopic to the infinite, it is the link that connects continents, countries, and people. 

 

The sum of all this is what drives me every day to dedicate myself to creating this gratifying series, Mareas.

A series of great color and size, which tries to make a wink to the European spring of March 2020 that we could not see.
